An exhibit of Honey labelled as offered for sale. £4.00

The display to contain eight items of honey, total weight to

be not less than 2724g or more than 3632g (6-8 Ibs) Sections

and/or cut comb to be in any kind of case with transparent front.

Presentation will be taken into account and accessories may be

used. A space 60cm x 60cm (24 x 24 ins) will be available. Rule 7

does not apply but jars must be transparent.
13. One Shallow Frame of Comb Honey (suitable for extraction). Special

and will be judged on weight (pro rata for larger frames). Only

An arrangement of common flowers (and their foliage and
fruit) from which the honeybee gathers nectar and pollen.
To be staged within a space 2’ x 2’ and judged on artistic
merit and relevance to beekeeping, not on the number of
species present. A list of species must be provided and will be
judged as an integral part of the exhibit.
NB rare species must not be exhibited.
20. One 1lb jar honey preserve, fruit curd, pickle or chutney. £4.00
Any recipe but must be provided with exhibit.
21. PINEAPPLE HONEY CAKE £4.00
3009 (120z) mixed fruit, 100g (40z) chopped cherries, 100g (40z)
butter or margarine, 150g (60z) pineapple chunks, 175ml (6 fl 0z)
pineapple juice, 200g (80z) self-raising flour, 2 eggs, 150g (60z)
honey. Drain and finely chop pineapple chunks, put the first five
ingredients into a saucepan, mix well together, bring to the boil, boil
for 10 min, remove from heat and allow to cool. Add eggs, honey and
flour, mix well together, place in a lined 772-8" cake tin and bake
in centre of oven for about 1% hours at 160C (300F).
22. HONEY FRUIT SCONES (four to be shown). £4.00
Any recipe to be used, but must be provided with exhibit.
23. HONEY SWEETS (%lb required). £4.00
Any recipe may be used, but must be provided with exhibit.
24. Pair of Pure Beeswax Candles to be displayed erect. £4.00
No colouring permitted. One to be lit by judge.
25. One plain cake of beeswax not less than 227g. £4.00
26. One cake of beeswax weighing not less than 454g and Special
measuring not less than 1” thick.
27. Wax Object. An item made from pure beeswax (not a candle) £4.00
colouring & wire support allowed.
28. Wax Mould. To be made from pure beeswax (not a candle) £4.00
colouring not permitted.

RULES

Entries should be made on the form provided and must reach the Entries Secretary on or before 10th
July 2011, or double fees may be levied. Exhibitors may make more than one entry in a class but no
exhibitor may take more than one prize in any one class. Joint owners are not allowed to make
separate entries.

DELIVERY OF EXHIBITS. Personal delivery must be made between 2.30pm and 6pm on the day
before the Show, or between 7am and 8am on the first day of the Show.

STAGING. Exhibitors unable to stage their own exhibits will have them staged by appointed stewards.
Judging will commence promptly at 8.30am.

LABELS. Labels supplied by the Secretary must be affixed to jars and bottles to leave half an inch
between the bottom of the label and the bottom of the jar or bottle. Frames and square sections must
have one label at the top right hand corner of the front vertical face of the showcase or container and
the duplicate on top of the frame or section. Round sections must have one label on the circumference
and the duplicate on the flat face .Cut comb must have one label on the case and the duplicate on the
lid. Label for photograph to be fixed to the bottom right hand side of the mount.

SALE OF HONEY. Only exhibitors may offer honey for sale and commission will be deducted.

BONA FIDE. All honey and wax exhibited must be the bona fide produce of the exhibitors’ own bees,
except for classes 15 and 16 and 21-24 inclusive, where English honey and/or beeswax may be
purchased for use by the exhibitor. Photographs must have been taken, but not necessarily processed,
by the exhibitor.

EXTRACTED HONEY. Except where otherwise specified (ie Classes 9 & 12) all extracted honey must
be exhibited in 1lb clear squat jars, with standard gold commercial screw tops. All extracted honey to
be graded with standard grading glasses.

COMB HONEY. Except where otherwise specified (ie Class 12) must be shown in standard commercial
containers.

COOKERY CLASSES. Entries must be displayed on white paper plates and shown in clear plastic bags.

GIFT HONEY. All entries in the Gift classes become the property of the New Forest & District
Beekeepers’ Association and will be sold for the benefit of funds. To facilitate this, only the gift
exhibits gaining awards will be left on the bench after judging. To comply with the law, exhibitors
must send legal labels with Gift class entries which will be affixed after judging and before sale.

ADMISSION. ALL EXHIBITORS MAKING A MINIMUM OF SIX PAID ENTRIES WILL BE ENTITLED TO
ONE FREE ADMISSION TICKET TO THE SHOWGROUND.

A NOVICE is an exhibitor who has never won a 1st prize for honey or beeswax.
AWARDS. The judges have discretion to withhold prizes in any class.

OBJECTIONS. All Objections must be made in writing and handed to the Secretary of the Honey
Section by 3pm on the first day of the Show together with a fee of £5.00 which will be forfeited if the
objection is not soundly based. The decision of the Committee will be final.

CARE OF EXHIBITS. All ordinary care will be taken but the Committee will not be responsible in any
circumstances for loss or damage sustained in any way whatsoever.

REMOVAL OF EXHIBITS. Exhibits may only be removed from the staging between 5pm - 6pm on the
last day of the Show and accompanied by a steward. THERE WILL BE NO ADMISSION OF VEHICLES
ONTO THE SHOWGROUND AFTER 8.30am ON EACH DAY OF THE SHOW OR RE-ADMISSION OF
VEHICLES ONTO THE SHOWGROUND FROM EITHER THE MAIN VEHICLE ENTRANCE TO THE
SHOWGROUND OR THE EXHIBITORS CAR PARK BEFORE 6pm ON EACH DAY OF THE SHOW.

TROPHIES & PRIZE MONEY. Will be awarded at a prize giving on the last day.

POWERS OF COMMITTEE. The Committee reserve the right to decline any entry without a reason
being given, to submit any exhibit for analysis, and to dispose of any damaged honey to the best
advantage.

Any dispute as to the interpretation of these rules shall be referred to the Organising Committee of
the New Forest & District Beekeepers’ Association.
